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Introduction

Welcome to the Team Northern Construction Road Rally Championship 2010, 
brought to you by Kirkby Lonsdale Motor Club and Kirkby Lonsdale Cars.

2010 sees the fourth running of the Championship and we are very pleased to 
have Team Northern Construction Ltd on board once again.

There will be 8 rounds across the north of England, giving a wide variety of 
roads to test the car and driver with different types of plotting/formats to test the 
navigators. The award winners at the end of the year should be those who are 
successful on all styles of event, not just ‘specialists’ in one particular area.

All the rounds are generally around 100 and 160 miles in length, running from 
Midnight to 6am, depending on the time of year. Entry fees are around the £60 
mark, usually including breakfast for both crew members at the finish.

Knowing that many new crews are put off when they come across rough roads 
or difficult navigation, a brief summary of each event follows these regulations 
so you know what to expect. In addition, individual event regulations should give 
an honest picture of the format of the event, including details of the route, for 
example how many Whites (non-surfaced roads/tracks) are to be used, the type 
of navigation to expect and a basic schedule for pre-event scrutineering/noise 
test and the rally itself.

Following the supplementary regulations you should find a registration form. For 
just a fiver you can register in the drivers or navigators (or both!) 
championships, you will receive Bulletins featuring reports on events, the latest 
championship positions, details of forthcoming events and, of course, the 
chance to lap up the glory at the awards do at the end of the season!

If you need any more information or have any questions please feel free to 
contact me and I’ll do my best to help out. In the meantime good luck getting 
those cars and maps ready, and I look forward to seeing you out and about in 
2010.

SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS

1. Kirkby Lonsdale Motor Club will promote a Road Rally Championship, running 
between 1st January and 31st December 2010, to be known as: THE TEAM 
NORTHERN CONSTRUCTION ROAD RALLY CHAMPIONSHIP 2010.

2. The Championship will be governed by the general regulations of the MSA, these 
supplementary regulations and any written instructions that an organising club of a 
championship round may issue for their event (MSA Registration No: tba).

3. The Championship shall be open to all vehicles complying with MSA technical 
regulations applying to road rallies.

4. Entry to the Championship will be restricted to fully paid up members of Kirkby 
Lonsdale Motor Club.

5. The Championship will consist of up to 8 rounds which are all National B status 
events. Competitors may only count their best 6 scores.

In the event of less than 8 rounds being run the number of scores to count will be as 
follows: 7 rounds run - 6 scores; 6 or less rounds run - 5 scores.

The organisers reserve the right to amend events included and the number of events 
included or scores to count in the championship if necessary. Championship 
contenders will be informed of such changes as soon as possible.

6. Points may only be scored after a registration form has been accepted by the 
championship co-ordinator. To register, competitors must complete a championship 
registration form and return it to the championship co-ordinator enclosing the registration 
fee of £5.00 (cheques payable to Kirkby Lonsdale Motor Club). There will be no closing 
date for registrations.

7. Points will be awarded on each round as follows:

1st placed registered competitor:       20 points
2nd placed registered competitor:      18 points
3rd placed registered competitor:       16 points
4th placed registered competitor:       14 points
5th placed registered competitor:       13 points

and so on, down to the 15th placed registered competitor or lower:     4 points

Additionally, bonus points will be awarded for winning an event overall (15 points), 
finishing inside the top 10 (10 points) and finishing inside the top 20 (5 points).

Competitors who start an event but fail to finish will score 1 point.

Competitors who marshal or officiate on any one championship round will be awarded 25 
points. These points will be shown highlighted on the championship table.



8. Current championship positions will be published as soon as possible after each 
round.

9. There will be separate tables and awards for drivers and navigators. Competitors may 
enter as both a driver and a navigator (only one fee payable).

10. There will be two separate classes; Expert and Novice.

Expert - a competitor who has finished in the top 10 of a Nat B event prior to 2009.
Novice - a competitor who has never finished in the top 10 of a Nat B event.

11. Awards will be presented as follows:

1st Overall Driver:             Team Northern Construction Trophy and replica
1st Overall Navigator                              Kevin Savage Trophy and replica
2nd Overall Driver:                                                                   An award
2nd Overall Navigator:                                                              An award

12. Results will be published as soon as is practical after the last round and will remain 
provisional for a period of 14 days.

13. Ties will be resolved in favour of the contender with the highest number of maximum 
scores, then the highest number of 2nd place scores, and so on (including dropped 
scores if necessary) until the tie is resolved.

14. The championship co-ordinator will endeavour to send individual event regulations 
out to all registered competitors. However, as this may not always be possible, it is the 
onus of the competitor to obtain event regulations.
